He had his own injury issues at Cal, so his durability is a big question
mark, but like a lot of rookies Best's upside is big.

He
ran a 4.49 40 time and put up a 41-inch vertical at the NFL Draft
Combine. Hardesty’s final season at Tennessee was his first full work-
load after a career plagued by injuries, however. Jerome Harrison won't
concede the starting spot easily either, and considering the state of the
Browns offense, the cards are stacked against Hardesty even if he does
take over.
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39. Ben ate, HOU

Running back was a top draft priority for Houston, and they got a good
one in Tate. At 218 pounds he ran a 4.43 40, and his pass-blocking is
already considered pro-level. He'll need to beat out Steve Slaton, who is
still supremely talented even coming off a tough recovery from neck sur-
gery, and you can’t count out Arian Foster. Still, Tate is the future and if
he can he'll play plenty.

40. LaDainian dmlinson, NYJ

The Cowboys throw a lot anyway, so Bryant
should capitalize on his fair share of targets.

The lone bright spot
was his six field goals from beyond 50 yards. With a rookie quarterback,
St. Louis isn’t expected to impr ove, so expect few attempts but lots of
long-range tries again.

28. Orlindo Mare, SEA

FGM XPM

Mare has been incredibly accurate in two seasons with the Seahawks,
making 90.5 percent of his tries. Attempts have been far between how -
ever, with just 53 over two seasons. The Seahawks still don’t have play-
makers, and without a functional of fense Mare can't get close enough to
the goal-line to be effective. Mare should wallow on fantasy waiver wires
this season.

29. Matt Byant, ATL

Bryant was brought in for the struggling Jason Elam and hit 7-of-10
attempts, although just 1-of-4 fr om beyond 40 yards. Both Matt Ryan
and Michael Turner suffered injuries last year, so Bryant should have
more opportunities if the of fense can regain its form. Still, Bryant hasn’t
proven anything, and there should be better fantasy options available at
any given time.

30. Mike Nugent, CIN

Nugent kicked for both the Bucs and Car dinals last year and made just
4-0f-8 attempts. He'll go to an of fense that offered just 97 kicker points
last season, hardly fantasy worthy. Unless the offense significantly
improves somehow Nugent isn’t worth a sniff. With nine games against
teams in the Top 11 in scoring defense, you should look elsewhere.
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31. Connor Barth, TB

The Bucs provided their kickers with just 72 points last season on 24
touchdowns and 26 FG attempts. Barth kicked decently well, making
14-0f-19 and 3-of-4 fr om beyond 50 yards. With a young quarterback
who struggled in his first year, an unexciting running situation and no

proven receiver outside of Kellen Winslow, there is little upside for Barth.
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32. Phil Dawson, CLE

Dawson made 17-0f-19 attempts ins 2009 with 18 extra points within 11
games. He’s obviously accurate, but the Br owns offense did him no
favors. The quarterbacking was awful and a strong running game didn’t
translate into points—just 15.3 per game. Jake Delhomme isn’ t enough
of an upgrade at quarterback to impr ove Dawson’s prospects.
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1. Green Bay Packers

The Packers defense was a turnover-forcing machine last season, recov-
ering 10 of 12 forced fumbles and picking of f a league-high 30 passes.
While turnover numbers tend to regress towards the mean, the Packers
have been consistent ball-hawks over two years, picking of 4.2 per cent
of all opponent pass attempts in 2008 and 5.2 per cent last season. Their
sack numbers were middle-of-the r oad, however.

2. Philadelphia Eagles

The Eagles were the second-best fantasy defense last season on the
strength of six touchdowns (two on special teams) and 25 inter ceptions.
Touchdowns and inter ceptions are volatile categories and thus difficult to
predict, and coming of f such high totals the Eagles could regress. The
team did post a solid, and mor e controllable, 44 sacks last season.

3. New Y¥rk Jets

The Jets were arguably the best defense in the league last year, leading
the NFL with 14.8 points per game allowed. From a fantasy perspective
they were too good. The Jets allowed 237 first downs (The Vikings were
second in the league with 271), meaning there weren’'t many opportun -
ties to fill up the stat sheet. Their sack rate and for ced-fumble rates were
average, but a talented secondary could record a lot of interceptions.

4. Dallas Cowboys

With DeMarcus Ware and Jay Ratliff along the defensive line, the
Cowboys will once again be tormenting quarterbacks ar ound the league.
Ware’s 11 sacks last season were considered “down” for him, and
Ratliff's six sacks were astronomical for an undesized nose tackle. The
Cowboys 1.9-per cent interception rate was 29th in the league, however.
Though interception rates don’t always trend, the low total (11 INT)
should be noted.

5. Minnesota Vikings

The Vikings defense was highly efficient in 2009, recording and 8.4 sack
percentage (second in the league) and 2.4 forced fumble percentage
(1st) en oute to 48 sacks. A defensive line with Jared Allen, Ray
Edwards and Kevin Williams should continue to spend a lot of time in
offensive backfields. The Vikings finished just 10th in fantasy points last
season, but unluckily low inter ception and fumble recovery rates (2.1
percent and 40.3 percent respectively) should level out.

6. San Francisco 49ers

The 49ers benefit from a front seven chock full of good pass rushers.
Though no one player dominated, sacks came from everywhere.
Consider that team’s two starting inside linebackers, Patrick Willis and
Takeo Spikes (8.0 combined sacks), nearly matched the 11.5 sacks
recorded by outside linebackers Parys Haralson and Manny Lawson.
Giving up just 17.6 points a game last season, SF should be solid again.

7. Baltimore Ravens

Like the Jets, the Ravens defense was great on the field, but just OK
fantasy-wise. Baltimor e was stout against the run but only got to the
quarterback 32 times. A big reason for the low sack total, who after
being franchise tagged went on to r ecord just 4.5 sacks. The 4.3-percent
interception rate was solid, but the secondary is incr edibly banged up
heading into the season, so interception totals may dip.
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8. San Diego Chargers

The Chargers’ fantasy prospects are predicated on a few players regain-
ing their old form. Shawne Merriman recorded 39.5 sacks between 2005
and 2007, but got hurt in 2008 and had just four last season. Shaun
Phillips will hopefully improve on his seven sacks as well, though his
seven forced fumbles were tops in the league. Opponents should be
playing a lot of catch up versus the Char gers’ high-power ed offense, so
there will be plenty of interception opportunities.

9. Houston &xans

The Texans have the potential to be a good fantasy defense despite their
average numbers alst season. Mario Williams is a beast, recording nine
sacks last season and sophomor e defensive end Connor Barwin is an
intriguing pass-rusher if he can get on the field. Unfortunately the team
will be missing Brian Cushing (five sacks, four interceptions, two for ced
fumbles) for four games due to suspension.

10. Pittsburgh Steelers

The Steelers are a solid all-around fantasy defense on the strength of
their premium pass-rushers Lamarr Woodley and Jerome Harrison. Both
will approach double-digit sack figur es and Harrison has average six
forced fumbles over the last three seasons. The team had only 12 inter-
ceptions last season, but low totals ar e often due to simple dumb luck.
That total should revert more closely to the mean.

11. Cincinnati Bengals

The Bengals were a solid defense last season but didn’t fill up the stat
sheet enough for fantasy owners. Antwan Odom was on his way to a
monster season, recording eight sacks in six games, but his season was
cut short by a tor n Achilles. In his absence the pass rush was uninspir-
ing, finishing with 34 sacks. The team’s 11 forced fumbles tied for last
with three other teams as well.

12. Chicago Bears

The loss of Alex Brown would hurt, except that the Bears r eplace him
with Julius Peppers, who recorded more than 10 sacks in four of his last
five seasons. The team’s sack leader Adewale Ogunleye (6.5) is also
gone and won't be as easily replaced by Mark Anderson/Israel Idonije.
The Bears force a lot of fumbles, 23 last season, which could put them
in the Top 10 of fantasy defenses.

13. Arizona Cardinals

Calais Campbell and Darnell Dockett recorded seven sacks apiece in a
3-4 scheme that usually doesn’t reward defensive ends. It was a good
sign for the Cardinals on their way to 43 sacks. The addition of Joey
Porter should only enhance the pass rush even more this season. Of
concern is the Cardinals 12 forced fumbles, which put them among the
bottom five in the NFL.

14. New ¥rk Giants

Osi Umenyiora and Justin Tuck combined for 40 per cent of the Giants’
32 sacks last season, so how they perform will be cr itical to the team’s
fantasy value. Both should be healthier, with Umenyiora fully recovered
from a torn ACL in 2008 and Tuck no longer playing with a tor n labrum.
If both are at peak performance the sack total should get a bump in
addition to their 21 for ced fumbles.
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15. New Orleans Saints

The Saints dominated fantasy-wise, with 26 inter ceptions and eight
touchdowns (nine with special teams) last year. Don’t be suckered into
picking up the Saints based on those numbers. Inter ceptions and touch -
downs are highly volatile categories that are difficult to predict with con -
fidence. Sacks are a much more stable entity, and the Saints had 35 of
them. Will Smith led the team with 13 QB takedowns, but no one else on
the roster was nearly as impressive.

16. Buffalo Bills

Like a lot of teams recently, the Bills will be switching from a 4-3 to a 3-4
scheme. The personnel remains largely unchanged, however, with Aaron
Schobel (10 sacks) and Chris Kelsay (5) moving into outside linebacker
positions. Though effective, they are 33 and 31 respectively, so their legs
are in danger of giving out. Keep and eye on Jairus Byrd, the rookie
recorded nine picks in 11 games during his final year at Oregon.

17. Tennessee ifans

The Titans are starving for pass-rushers, especially on the ends. The
team’s top three sack leaders either didn’t start, or in Tony Brown’s case,
led the team from the tackle spot. Brown proved to be a force with five
sacks while rushing from the interior, while William Hayes and Kyle
Vanden Bosch combined for just seven sacks. If Tennessee’s 20 inter-
ceptions regress, the Titans defense would be better left on waivers.

18. New England Patriots

The Pats got surprisingly solid production out of Tully Banta-Cain, who
at 30 years old recorded 10 sacks. The rest of the pass rush wasn’t
great, with all other players combining for an additional 21 takedowns.
The Patriots don’t provide much else to offset the low sack total, with
just above average forced fumble (18) and interception (18) totals.

19. Washington Redskins

The Redskins’ move to a 3-4 defense may have had Albert Haynesworth
up in arms, but despite his temper tantrum he will start at nose tackle.
That's good news as Haynesworth is an elite talent, and his pr esence in
the middle should open up lanes for pass rushers. They should close in
or surpass 40 sacks again, and their 2.2-per cent interception rate ought
to revert back to the mean.

20. Miami Dolphins

The loss of Jason Taylor and Joey Porter will hurt the Dolphins pass
rush, but they have enough able bodies to put up good numbers again.
Cameron Wake and Charlie Anderson will get the starting nod, with
Wake in particular proving his mettle with 5.5 sacks last season in limit -
ed playing time. The defensive line gets beefed up with the addition of
Jared Odrick and Randy Starks (seven sacks as a tackle) returning.

21. Oakland Raiders

In spite of its anemic offense, the Raiders’ defense was actually quite
good, posting a 7.8-per cent sack rate last season. There is reason for
optimism with Trevor Scott recording five sacks in his final six games
and Matt Shaughnessy moving into a starting end spot after r ecording
four sacks in his final nine games. If there’s one caveat, it's that oppo -
nents probably won’t throw much to play catch up, limiting INT s.
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22. Denver Broncos

Elvis Dumervil accounted for 17 of the Broncos’ 39 sacks last season.
While it would be tough to ask him to r epeat, he does singlehandedly
make the Broncos a much more attractive fantasy option. The next lead -
ing pass rusher was Vonnie Holiday with five, and Jarvis Green isn't
expected to do any better. Should anything happen to Dumervil, it's
unclear where additional production would come fr om.

23. Seattle Seahawks

Of the defensive categories that can be somewhat consistent fr om year
to year, Seattle finished 29th in the league with a 4.7-per cent sack rate
and in the bottom 10 with a 1.3-per cent forced fumble rate.
Interceptions are usually less predictable, but a 1.6-per cent interception
rate in 2008 and a 2.3-percent rate in 2009 seems to represent a trend.
Unfortunately, there is a little reason to expect much impr ovement.

24. Indianapolis Colts

Dwight Freeney and Robet Mathis combined for 23 sacks last season
forming one of the league’s better pass-rushing tandems. The rest of the
defense was nonexistent, adding just 11 sacks, meaning Freeney and
Mathis combined for 67.6 per cent of the pass rush. The team was awful
on third downs as a result. The Colts allowed opponents to convert 44.6
percent of their third-down attempts, ranking 30th in the league.

25. Detroit Lions

The Lions were the 27th-ranked fantasy defense by standard scoring
last season, and prospects aren’t much rosier this year. The Lions have
posted interception rates of 0.9 percent and 1.7 percent in the last two
seasons, a trend that will likely continue as long as teams don’ t have to
throw to catch up. The pass rush is a little better with the addition of
Kyle Vanden Bosch, and Ndamukong Suh has been heralded as a gen-
erational talent, so there is some upside in the sack department.

26. Tampa Bay Buccaneers

The Bucs have very little in the way of playmakers on defense. Stylez
White finally found his way into the starting lineup and r ecord 6.5 sacks
in eight starts. He's all there is in the way of a pass rush, however. The
secondary isn't bad—Tanard Jackson and Agib Talib combined for 10
interceptions last season—but it' s risky to rely on interceptions when
opponents won’ t be throwing often to catch up.

27. Atlanta Falcons

Don’t expect much from the Falcons pass rush this season. Jamaal
Anderson and John Abraham combined for six sacks despite starting a
total of 28 games. Abraham recorded 16.5 sacks as recently as 2008,
but age, he’s 32, and health are an issue. Anderson’s upside is near
zero, considering he only had two sacks in 2008. There is some silver
lining: Atlanta’s 2.0 forced fumble perentage was fifth in the league.

28. Carolina Panthers

With Julius Peppers now a Bear, the Panthers have a massive void to fill
at defensive end. Everette Brown will do his best, he had 2.5 sacks and

two forced fumble in limited time, but it'’ s unreasonable to expect him to
approach Peppers-like numbers. The Panthers’ inter ceptions and for ced
fumbles are likely unsustainable, so expect them to r egress to mean.
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29. Jacksonville Jaguars

Just look away. The Jaguars were dead last by a significant margin with
just 14 sacks on the season. They tried to remedy the problem by sign-
ing Aaron Kampman and using their first four draft picks on defensive
linemen. However, a veteran with some injury questions and handful of
rookies won't turn the Jaguars into a defensive juggernaut over night.
Their interception and for ced fumble totals are simply average as well.

30. Kansas City Chiefs

About the only bright spot for the Chiefs last season was Tamba Hali,
who made the transition to outside linebacker smoothly and finished the
season with 8.5 sacks. Otherwise the conversion to a 3-4 defense didn’ t
help the team much. Mike Vrabel is still the team’s other pass-rushing
staple, and he had just two sacks in 14 starts.
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31. Cleveland Browns

The Browns’ 10 interceptions and zero touchdowns bur ned anyone who
owned them, which is hopefully no one. While those stat categor ies are
often influenced by luck, why mess ar ound with Cleveland when there
are so many better options? The sack total impr oved to 40 with Rob
Ryan at defensive coordinator, so there is some upside in that aspect.

32. St. Louis Rams

The Rams scored the fewest points in the league last season and gave
up the second most. What else really needs to be said? The outside
pass rushers are pedestrian and the team picked of f just eight passes,
tied for last in the NFL. O.J. Atogwe did for ce three fumbles last season
as the defense’s lone bright spot. Otherwise, you may as well for get that
the Rams are even an option on draft day.

You can spend weeks doing pr ep work and updating you cheat sheets
with every up-to-the-minute piece of br eaking news, but nothing can
prepare you for the pressures of draft

There were 15 running backs taken in the first two r ounds, but just 17 in
rounds 3-7, again highlighting the importance of running backs early .
Also note where runs begin and end. Six top tight ends go of f the board
in 14 picks from the fifth to sixth r ound, forcing the teams on the wrong
end of the snake draft to dip into the second tier for a starter . If you can
anticipate runs, it's worth reaching for a

day. Unless you're in multiple leagues,
you only have one shot to get it right.
Here we present, for your viewing pleas-
ure, a mock draft made up of the best
and brightest fantasy football minds at
Sports lllustrated.

First the ground rules: scoring is for a stan-
dard non-PPR league. For non quarter-
backs, that's one point for every 10 yards
gained. QBs earn a point every 25 yards
passing. All TDs are worth six points.

EARY SURPRISE

The first surprise of the draft comes on
just the second pick. There is a lot to like
about Rice, whose skills as a rusher and
a receiver could easily make him the
league leader in yards from scrimmage
this season. But in a league with no
points given for receptions, many would
opt for Adrian Peterson who, unlike Rice,
is expected to be his team’s first choice
at the goal line.

Peyton Manning’s selection with the
sixth pick sets of f a mini run on QBs
being taken earlier than they would in a
lot of drafts. Not that the pick is a bad
one, especially in leagues where passing
touchdowns ar e worth six points having

player above his expected value, especial -
ly at a position like tight end wher e the
drop off between the second and eighth
best players may be much greater than
the drop off between the 21st and 27th
best receiver.

QB CAN T

Donovan McNabb was the last starting
guarterback selected with the 10th pick of
the ninth round, after two teams had
already found their backups, again high -
lighting that quarterback doesn’ t have to
be top priority. McNabb was backed up
smartly by Matthew Staf ford just two
rounds later, putting two low-end starters
together that can be rotated on a matchup
basis. By contrast, Drew Brees (1st round,
7th overall) wasn't insured until the final
round with the pickup of Mark Sanchez.
Brees ought to be a safe starter every
week, and opens up a middle-r ound pick
to be used on a possible second RB or
third WR. How you play is up to you.

As should happen, the run on defense and
kickers doesn’t happen until very late. The
first D selected is the Jets at the start of
the 11th round, beginning the last third of
the draft. Again, quality starters can be
found a few rounds later, but if the deci-

an elite quarterback can make all the dif -

ference. Some are of the opinion that there are enough quality quarter-
backs available to wait until the middle r ounds to draft a starter. But
jumping on a first-tier talent like Manning isn’ t always a bad idea. It's
certainly a less risky, though perhaps less profitable, proposition than
taking a very talented and productive, but poorly situated or injury-pr one
running back like Steven Jackson (11th overall).
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David E. Klutho/SI gjqy is petween a fifth or sixth running
back you're not confident in and a sure, safe starter, sometimes it's bet-
ter to choose the latter simply for peace of mind. Nine out of 12 starting
kickers are taken in the last two rounds, which is par for the course in
most fantasy drafts. Of course, you want a top kicker , but the difference
between a great one and a mediocre one is not as big as one might
assume.
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QUARERBACK

Tom BradyNew England

Brady'’s still going to be expensive on draft day, but with Aaron Rodgers,
Drew Brees and Peyton Manning likely going ahead of him — and Philip
Rivers, Tony Romo and Matt Schaub also in the mix — Brady could be
the best value of the lot. Consider that Brady was rusty last season after
a year off and an offseason of rehabbing his surgically repaired knee, so
even with Randy Moss in the fold, he muster ed just 28 touchdowns and
a 7.8 YPA, numbers in line with his pre-Moss seasons of 2004-05. The
Pats did nothing to upgrade their running game this of fseason, and we
can expect them to be among the passing attempt leaders once again.

Joe Flacco, Baltimore

Flacco’s numbers won't jump off the page, but a 63.1 completion per -
centage, 7.2 YPA and 21 touchdowns are all solid for a second-year
starter. He also played through significant injuries to his hip and leg over
the final six weeks of the year, which is pretty impressive considering he
posted a 7:1 TD:INT ratio with a 7.9 YPA mark over the final four games.
At 6-6, 230 and with a cannon arm, Flacco is the whole package, but
the biggest news of all is the addition of Anquan Boldin, who gives the
signal caller an elite target for the first time ever. Don't be surprised
when Flacco is a top-10 fantasy quarterback in 2010.

Jay Cutley Chicago

This year’s bounce-back special. Cutler was har dly the franchise savior
in 2009 the Bears envisioned when they traded for him last April. An
NFL-high 26 picks highlighted his spotty season, but the fact r emains
Cutler has the arm and playmaking ability to make all the thr ows neces-
sary in this league. Some might argue his skill set is less than ideal for
Mike Martz’s system, but his new (and highly-decorated) of fensive coor-
dinator has been gushing about the QB’s smarts, and Cutler has report-
edly (and wisely) reached out to Kurt Warner, who excelled under Martz.

Chad Henne, Miami

You won't have to draft him among your top 12 quarterbacks, but | sus -
pect he'll be there by midseason, if not sooner. Chad Pennington’s
return threatens his role as a starter, which should further tamp down
Henne’s draft day cost. But Henne thr ew for more than 7.0 yards per
attempt in three of his last four starts as the Dolphins opened up their
passing game late in the season, and further committed to thr owing
more by trading for Brandon Marshall. Look for the Dolphins to use far
less of the Wildcat formation this year. At press time, Henne’s ADP was
26th among quarterbacks and 208th overall. If you play the wait-on-the-
quarterbacks game, often you should draft a second QB earlier than
most, but with Henne you won’ t have to.

RUNNING BACK

Chris Wlls, Arizona

Wells had a big second half, showing his impr essive power and burst,
and with Kurt Warner gone, the Cardinals need to maximize Wells’ tal-
ents in the running game. His competition for carr ies, Tim Hightower,
showed his usefulness as a pass catcher, but he’s simply not close to
the runner Wells is. Expect Ken Whisenhunt to run the ball more in the
post-Warner era and Wells to get the lion’'s share of the carries. That the
Cardinals play in the NFC West doesn'’t hurt, either.
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Ben "hte, Houston

After last year's struggles running the football (team YPC of 3.5 was tied
for second lowest in NFL), adding a RB was priority No. 1 for the

Texans, so it came as no surprise when they traded up to draft Tate in
the second round. Steve Slaton has plenty of talent and is fully capable
of rebounding, but theres also no guarantee he makes a full recovery
after undergoing surgery on his neck — a serious procedure called “cervi-
cal fusion.” The Texans’ coaching staff loves Tate, and Houston's offense
is one of the best in the NFL, so any ballcarrier who emerges as a work-
horse in this system has top-five upside. T ate looks like the favorite.

Ryan Mathews, San Diego

Has any NFL rookie ever fallen into a better situation from a fantasy per-
spective than Mathews in 2010? We may have to go back to Edgerrin
James’ rookie year in 1999, when he joined Peyton Manning and the
Colts, to find anything comparable. The Char gers have Philip Rivers,
elite receivers, a high-scoring offense and nobody besides Mathews to
run between the tackles. The Chargers obviously like Mathews — they
traded up in Round 1 to get him — and they play in a division of bad run
defenses. Perhaps best of all, Norv Turner loves to run inside the 10 —
that's how LaDainian Tomlinson posted 12 TDs in 2009 despite just 3.3
YPC. If a declining LT can do that, what can a Round 1 RB with fr esh
legs do? Yes, there’s risk with a rookie, but Mathews can easily post
1,300 yards and 15 TDs and become a top-five fantasy player.

Steve Slaton, Houston

The Texans’ addition of Ben Tate has led many fantasy owners to drop
Slaton’s stock significantly dur ing the offseason. Fumbling issues and an
overall ineffectiveness (3.3 YPC) led to his eventual replacement in the
starting lineup late last season. After an impressive rookie campaign in
2008 — including 1,659 yards from scrimmage and 10 touchdowns —
Slaton bulked up to better pr epare himself for a heavier workload as the
team’s primary ball carrier. The extra weight cost him the burst that
made him such an effective runner, but now that he can slim down again
and potentially share the job with Tate, there’s reason to believe his
pass-catching skills and home-run ability could make him a top-15 back.

Ronnie Brown, Miami

Ricky Williams made plenty of people for get about Brown last season,
but before suffering a Lisfranc fracture in Week 10 Brown averaged five
more carries a game and was on pace for 15-16 touchdowns by year’ s
end. He was relied on heavily on the goal line as well with 16 goal-line
carries, tied for seventh in the league in just nine games. Before his
injury a Top 10 fantasy finish among running backs was very conceiv -
able, but then again that's the rub against Brown. Just once in his six-
year career has he finished a 16-game slate, and at 33 he’s old for a run-
ning back. His injury history is common knowledge and Br own will drop
as a result and could be found in middle r ounds. Not a bad price.

WIDE RECEIVER

Michael Crabtree, San Francisco

Devin Aromashodu, Chicago

Aromashodu was nowhere to be found over the first 13 weeks last sea -
son, but he finished the year by compiling 22 catches for 282 yar ds with
four scores in the final four games. It's a small sample, but it's also hard
to deny the rapport he showed with Jay Cutler . At 6-2, 200, Aromashodu
is fast enough to be a downfield thr eat while also big enough to be a
weapon in the red zone. Cutler may throw too many picks, but he’s a
gunslinger capable of putting up big stats, and with OC Mike Martz join -
ing Chicago, there’s a recipe for huge production in 2010. If Aromashodu
secures the WR1 role (right now he’s third on the depth chart behind
Devin Hester and Johnny Knox, but that could easily change dur ing
training camp), top-15 WR upside would follow .

Julian Edelman/ 86 Welker, New England

It's too early to say exactly when we can expect to see W elker back, but
it wouldn’t surprise us if he started the season limited and/or on the PUP
list. At the same time, don’t bet against him getting half a season’s
worth of quality fantasy pr oduction in, assuming his quickness and cut -
ting ability are intact following his recovery from knee surgery. Until then,
it's Edelman, not veteran Torry Holt, who is most suited to be the
Patriots’ slot machine. He’s obviously not as polished as Welker, but the
folks over at the Boston Globe put it well when they said the two shar e
the “same frenetic quickness after the catch.”

Mike Wallace, Pittsburgh

With Santonio Holmes now out of the pictur e, Wallace becomes the
Steelers’ best deep threat after averaging a league-best 19.4 yards per
catch last season. He says he feels even more comfortable within the
offense and receivers often come into their own beginning with their
sophomore season. There are reservations, as there should be, with Ben
Roethlisberger sitting out at least four game, not to mention that W allace
will be seeing a lot more attention from opposing defenses now. He’s
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been going in the second half of drafts, however, which isn’t a bad price
for a good team’s primary downfield target.

Pierre Garcon, Indianapolis

What's the difference between Garcon and Reggie Wayne, other than
their acquisition costs? Not much in 2010. As Gar con enters his third
year in the league, with an elite QB throwing to him, expect his stats to
compare favorably to Wayne’s, as they started to do midway thr ough the
2009 season and the playoffs.

Hakeem Nicks, Newoyk Giants

Playing with a broken toe suffered in the season opener, Nicks was one
of the league’s most explosive receivers as a rookie, averaging an elite
10.7 yards per target. He should continue to benefit fr om the Giants hav-
ing an excellent possession option in Steve Smith, since opposing
defenses will have other weapons to worry about and will be unable to
deploy double teams against him. Assuming Nicks r eturns to health as
expected, a full 16-game slate with a gr owing role could lead to some -
thing like 70 catches, 1,100 yards and double-digit touchdowns.

TIGHT END

Jermichael FinleyGreen Bay

Once Finley leap-frogged Donald Lee on the depth chart he was lights
out. In his final seven games he had 416 receiving yards and four touch -
downs, then went on to carve the Car dinals for 159 yards in the NFC
Wild Card game. He should become Aaron Rodgers’ top red zone target
too, with 17 targets from inside the 20 last season despite limited play -
ing time early. We'll see if he gets targeted enough within an offense that
is pretty deep with receivers and likes to go downfield, but Finley has
Top 5 potential if given the chance within the of fense.
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QUARERBACK

Donovan McNabb, &8hington

Andy Reid’s willingness to trade McNabb to a division r ival tells me all |
need to know about McNabb’ s prospects. It's a bit reminiscent of the
Patriots trading Drew Bledsoe to the Bills several years ago. Add in that
the Redskins have far less talent than the Eagles, especially at receiver,
and that McNabb will have to lear n a new offense, and I'll let somebody
else take McNabb as a top-10 QB. He may be drafted that way , but |
doubt he finishes the year as a top-10 fantasy QB.

Matt Ryan, Atlanta

Rookie quarterbacks often get a lot of praise for doing mediocr e jobs
because the pressure and difficulty of starting in one’s first year is
immense. So expectations were high for Ryan in 2009 after he threw for
3,440 yards and 16 touchdowns to 11 inter ceptions in his first season.
His third season didn’t see much improvement however, with over 500
fewer yards and a 22-14 TD-INT ratio while missing the better part of
three games with a toe injury. Ryan should improve, but is at best a low-
end starter in Atlanta’s poor passing environment and Michael Turner
hogging the focus on early downs.

RUNNING BACK

Jamaal Charles, Kansas City

Charles was huge down the stretch last year, but the team signed veter -
an Thomas Jones this offseason, and that could severely cut into his
short-yardage and goalline work. Mor eover, the Chiefs offense is likely to
be below average, meaning fewer trips to the red zone and fewer lead-
protecting carries against worn-down defenses. While Charles’ talent
might ordinarily cause one to overlook these negatives, it's hard to do so
while seeing him routinely drafted late in the first r ound.

Steven Jackson, St. Louis

There’s no doubting Jackson’ s on-field talents — he’s the total package,
possessing size, speed, vision and terrific receiving skills, but he's
played in 16 games just once during his six-year career and underwent
back surgery during the offseason, which is a major red flag for a RB
who invites so much contact. He’ s still just 27 years old, but with 1,548
rushing attempts over six years (with 12 games missed over that span),
he’s been worked as hard as any RB in football. Playing for a bad Rams
team with a poor of fensive line that produces few goal-line opportunities
doesn't help, either.

Marion BarberDallas

Barber can still be a punishing runner and is dangerous around the goal
line, but teammate Felix Jones is too electric not to tur n loose, and this
is the year Barber takes a back seat to him. If the duo’s workload flip-
flops as many project, then Barber could end up being mor e miss than
hit in games where he doesn’t cross the goal line. The bottom line is
while he has value, especially in TD-heavy leagues, Barber is going to be
hard to count on for weekly pr oduction as long as Jones stays healthy.

Cedric Benson, Cincinnati

Kudos to Benson for seizing an opportunity to r esurrect his career with
the Bengals last season. He averaged 4.2 YPC but only found pay dirt
six times, and his inability to catch passes left him tied for 11th in run -
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ning back fantasy points in 2009 despite having the Bengals backfield
almost exclusively to himself. Even though the Bengals haven’'t made
any significant changes to their running back situation at pr ess time,
Benson'’s too risky to be a first or early second-r ound pick on draft day .

WIDE RECEIVER

Chad Ochocinco, Cincinnati

Ochocinco had a nice bounce-back year in 2009, but he’ s not the same
player he was in the Chad Johnson days, averaging fewer yards per
catch and targets than in his prime. Now 32, Johnson’s never been a
burner or a red-zone threat, and so his nine scores likely represent his
ceiling. Finally, the additions of the mor e physical Antonio Bryant and
rookie Jermaine Gresham give Carson Palmer two more targets, espe-
cially from in close.

Reggie Vdyne, Indianapolis

Peyton Manning’s favorite target has a nice floor, but 2009 was probably
his current ceiling. He scored 10 touchdowns but needed a league-lead -
ing 15 targets inside the 10 and 10 targets inside the five to make it hap -
pen. That's because Wayne isn’'t much of a downfield thr eat these days
— just one catch of 40 or more yards on 149 targets. With Pierre Garcon
emerging as a playmaker and Austin Collie and Dallas Clark proving to
be reliable red-zone threats, Wayne could be relegated to more of a gar-
den-variety possession role in 2010.

Marques Colston, New Orleans

As the No. 1 receiver in the league’s best offense, Colston is hardly a
bad fantasy option — it's just that he's often treated as a top-10 WR,
when he’s more like a borderline top-20 asset. Colston may be the
Saints’ WR1 nominally, but Drew Brees is like Suns point guard Steve
Nash — he distributes the ball equally. Colston has topped 70 catches
just once in his four-year career, and 17 receivers had more yards than
him last season in what were ideal conditions — staying healthy for 16
games and playing in the NFL's No. 1 offense. He remains a fine red-
zone target, but if Robert Meachem continues to emer ge, Colston’s
piece of the pie will shrink.

Larry Fitzgerald, Arizona

What did the top fantasy WRs from 2009 have in common? They all had
top-tier QBs thr owing to them. Randy Moss had Tom Brady. Andre
Johnson had Matt Schaub. Miles Austin had Tony Romo. DeSean
Jackson had Donovan McNabb. Vincent Jackson had Phillip Rivers.
Roddy White had Matt Ryan. Marques Colston had Drew Brees. Sidney
Rice had Brett Favre. Fitzgerald had Warner. OK, you get the point.
Contrast that to elite WRs like Steve Smith and Calvin Johnson, who
both had subpar QBs under center and failed to exceed 1,000 yar ds.
See a trend here? | do. That's why I'm not going to draft a WR early
unless | trust the QB who's throwing to him. In Fitzgerald’s case, | don’t
trust Leinart, so I'm not willing to pay the pr ice it would cost to get
Fitzgerald, regardless of how talented he is.

DeSean Jackson, Philadelphia

Jackson’s placement as the league’s third-ranked fantasy receiver during
the last five weeks of the 2009 season has vaulted him into the top five
at his position on some cheat sheets. His gr eatest asset is speed, which
allows him to exploit mismatches and get downfield for lar ge chunks of
yardage and long TDs.

Show me 94 receptions for 1,030 yards and | should be able to show
you a great fantasy tight end, but Witten left a ton of points on the boar d
with just two touchdown r eceptions. While it's easy to chalk up paltry
numbers to dumb luck, his seven red-zone targets suggests that the
Cowboys simply pr eferred to look elsewhere near the goal line. With
Miles Austin blossoming, Roy Williams settling in and Dez Bryant show -
ing a world of potential, it' s tough to imagine Witten impr oving on his
numbers from last season.
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New to fantasy football? You're in luck. Here's a beginner’s guide to help
you get started.

If this is your first time playing fantasy football, welcome. Y ou’re about to
embark on a 17-week jour ney of obsessive stat checking, lineup second
guessing and sleeper searching as you hopefully stomp your buddies
into the turf. Before you do, however,
you'll need to know a few basics, so con -

AT THE DRAFT

Most leagues start one QB, two RBs, 2-3 WRs, one TE, one K, one team
D and occasionally a “flex” position, which can be either a RB or WR. As
a rule of thumb, running backs should be the first players taken.
Although quarterbacks are often the highest point scor ers, good fantasy
starters are usually still available in the

sider this your crash course. If you have
played before, welcome back and read on
if you need a refresher.

HOW TO SCORE YOUR LEAG

Fantasy football surfaced in the 1970s
before the advent of personal computers
and thus modern stat-tracking. Numbers
were kept manually and so scoring sys-
tems were simple, but the premise was the
same: draft and trade real-life players and
earn points based on their in-game per -
formances.

Today’s leagues present several themes
and variations on the same premise, with
stakes ranging from bragging rights to
thousands of dollars. Sportslilustrated.com
features fully customizable public and pr i-
vate leagues all for free, so don’t worry
about losing the house your first time play -

ing.

middle rounds, and outside of the elite
prospects (Aaron Rodgers, Drew Brees,
Peyton Manning, etc.) they tend to put up
similar numbers.

Running backs are a much scarcer com-
modity. Injuries are more often a problem,
production is much tougher to pr edict,
and you need at least twice as many of
them on a fantasy roster. As a result, the
few sure-fire picks like Adrian Peterson
and Chris Johnson should be the first
players taken. Wide receivers are more
abundant and generally safer picks, but
often have less upside than top running
backs. The likes of Andre Johnson and
Randy Moss are worthy of consideration
in the first round, however. In almost any
format team defense and kicker should
be your last priorities.

After your draft, all unselected players will
become available in the league’s free
agent pool. These are players you can

Most leagues are head-to-head, played

like a regular football season. You'll match up weekly with one oppo -
nent, with the better (or sometimes luckier) team getting a tick in the
“win” column. Typically featuring eight to 16 teams, head-to-head
leagues are sometimes split into divisions, with division leaders given
better seeds into the playoffs, which are played in the last few weeks of
the regular season.

Points are awarded based on individual statistics. Running backs and
receivers typically receive one point for every 10 yards gained from
scrimmage, and six points for every touchdown. Bonus points ar e occa-
sionally given for certain milestones, for example, if a back surpasses
100 yards rushing. A standard scoring rubric for a quarterback may be
one point for every 25 yards gained and three points per touchdown, the
difference due to the nature of the position to put up bigger numbers.

KNOW YOUR LEAGUE RULES

Be sure you understand the individual scoring system for your league, as
how it's scored should affect how you draft. For example, some leagues
will subtract points for every inter ception thrown, while others won’t. The
difference will drastically change how you view a quarterback like Jay
Cutler, who should throw a lot of touchdowns in Mike Martz’ of fense, but
also led the league with 26 interceptions last season. Perhaps the first
thing you should note is whether your league is a point per r eception
league. PPR leagues give players one point for each reception, making
heavily-targeted receivers like Wes Welker and pass-catching running
backs like Ray Rice much more valuable.

pick up at any time should a starter get
Bob Rosato/SI  jpjyred or perform poorly. Keep an eye on

how free agents are doing, as there are always a handful of undrafted

diamonds in the rough that annually slip past the prognostications of the

wiliest fantasy experts. Just ask anyone who stumbled upon Miles

Austin on waivers last season.

The myriad ways to play keep the game fresh every season. Some
leagues will go deeper, starting two quarterbacks or thr ee running backs
to test owners’ knowledge of NFL depth charts. Auction leagues ratchet
the tension on draft day by cr eating bidding wars for top players. In
keeper leagues teams are allowed to carry over some of their top play -
ers onto next season’s team, forcing owners to decide between building
for the future and winning immediately.

STAY INVOYED AND BE BOLD

No matter how you play, stay involved with your league. Nothing is mor e
frustrating than playing an opponent who for got his QB had a bye-week,
or doesn’t bench the receiver who broke his leg back in Week 3. The
most competitive leagues often make for the most fun as well, and it
helps if there is an end-season reward for the winner.

But most important, be bold. It' s easy to earn second or third place by
playing safe, but only to the victor go the spoils. Follow your gut on that
No. 3 receiver who you just know is going to explode come midseason.
Bench Peyton Manning if you think Joe Flacco is r eady to kill the Lions.
Stay smart, but take those calculated r isks, because the difference
between first and second is much gr eater than second and last.
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
