Dear Parents,

Sixth grade math is beginning a two-week unit on Fraction-Decimal-Percents.  On Thursday of this week our math class took a pre-test to determine what concepts students already knew from fifth grade.  

Your child either received an exceptional score on our pretest or they demonstrated that with a little help they could master the material.  Therefore, as an alternative to the everyday lessons, I have created a differentiated, enrichment activity designed to further enhance the basics of Fraction-Decimal-Percents that your child already comprehends.  The enrichment activity will have students gathering different sets of baseball related data such as number of hits, times at bat, or home runs and convert them into percents, fractions, and decimals. They will then compare the data and put together a spreadsheet that displays all of their collected data and calculations. Then they will use their data to make some predictions.

This activity is designed to reinforce the basics of percents while allowing your child to explore, create, and apply.

In addition, your student will be taking a test next week to ensure they have truly mastered the concepts involved.  If he or she does poorly I will ask that the student return to the regular class.  A review will be available for this test just like all of the other tests.

Your child will be expected to work cooperatively on this project with another student.  Your child must be capable of working with other students without disturbing the rest of the classroom.  Students who are unable to do this will lose the opportunity to do the enrichment activities.  As a whole, the amount of work necessary will be comparable to that of all other students.

If you have any questions regarding this project, please feel free to contact me at school.  I hope the project will enrich each student’s understanding of percents while connecting the unit to real world applications.
